YOUR EXCELLENCY:

Confident that we are expressing the will of our peo-
ple, we deem it our duty to submit to the United Nations Or-
ganizatfon and its constituent member states, and nlso before
the world public opinion, the following statement:

“It is well known that in Yugosluvia, since its creation
after the firat World War in 1918, and also, prior to that, when

existed as an independent state, there have existed
acute frreconcilable nutional conflicts,

“The present chief of state in Yugoslavin, the Com-
munist dictator Joseph Broz Tito, does not.hesitate to pub-
licly announce that the single-party system in the country,
that is, the depravation of dissent, must be preserved, since
this is the only way to guarantee the existence of the state;
otherwise, there would immediately appear nationalist parties
of the different national groups in the country, and thereby

the end or eventual downfall of present Yugosiavia.
Thus, Tito has vividly described the ‘strength and worth' of
hia artificially created mosaic state which would disintegrate
if it were not for its dependence on the harsh police power
and certain ¢ economic assistance. Foreign powers are
helping a brutal Communist tyranny in complete contradiction
to the elementary principles of international law, as well as
the obligations under the provisions of the U. N. O. charter,

“The national suppression within the borders of today's
Yugoslavia is well known ever since 1912, when Serbia oe-
cupied the Macedonian province with a predominantly Bul-
garian population.

“Many books have been published and many newspupers
have carried reports on the frighttul acts of the Serblan au-
thorities against the Bulguarian people living in this province.

"The lawlessness committed by the Serbian adminis
trative sutherities is umply deseribed by competent foreign
observers of cultural nutions. We shall mention only the fu.
mous ‘Keport of the Carnegie Internationsl Commission of In-
quiry into the Causes and Conduct of the Bulkan Waes,” pub.
hished it Washington. D. C, in 1914, Details of Serbian law-
lessness are also found in the archives of the diplomutic
chancelieries of all Great Powers,

“Long |5 the llst of numes of Macedonisn Bulgarian:
that have been either killed or thrown into prison or com-
pletely impoverished in the effurt to Serbianize them. [he
schools, the churches and every sign of social and cultural
IHe among the Mucedonian -Bualgariahe were either tuaken
over or destroyed,

“After the first World War by the arbitrary will of the
vietorious Powers, instead of resurrecting Serbia, there came
into being in 1918 the Kingdom of the Serbs, Croats, and
Slovenes, Later on the Serbian King Alexander arbitrarily
rensmed the country with its present name: Yugoslavia,

“But in this state, which is in reality an expansion of
Serbia, as far as the Mucedonjan Bulgariuns are concerned,
lawlessness and coercion huve become the law of the land, No-
where in Western or Middle Europe (except the Macedonian
provinces occupied by Greece in 1912) could one find anything
to resemble the oppressive action of the Yugoslav regime.

"In Croatia, which was illegally included in the Yugoslav
state in 1918, that i3, without the free will of the people, there,
too, wes inaugurated the reign of lawlessness and harsh po-
lice power, and economic plunder.

“For a quarter of a century the tyranny of King Alex-
ander's regime raged over the Croutian people, \While after
the second World War, as a result of the Yalta agreement,
our peoples were deprived of their national rights by the
brutal Communist dictatorship, And with no right or dele-
gated nuthority, there currently speaks in behalf of our peo-
plea 1 conspiracy and adventurous group which relies on -
lice power and the single parly apparatus,

“Yugoslavia I8 a typical state that i= greatly disliked
by the vast majority of its constituencies,

“The Croatian people huve never voted for the creation
and exstence of this state. The Macedonian Bulgarians on
the other hand despise her and always curse Yugosiavia. Anid
there w hardly a case among the people of Bosnia and Herze.
goving, Montenegro, or the German, the Hungarian, the Ro-
manian or other pational mimority, 10 have expressed itaslf
in favor of Yugoslavia,

“Many Western authoritiva admit and know that 1his
mosaic satrapy state woukll have heen dissolved long ago by
the oppressed peoples themselves, if it had not iwen for the
foreign help which she receives.

Favorable for her existence, Yugosiavia has always
stood for the principhe of non-interference in her internal af
fuiras; and that for very good reasons. She 8 worried amd
attempts to conceul officially the fact that! the included na
tionahties are againgt her. The government of Yugosisvia
iz fearful of the provisions of the United Nations Charter and
the promises of the Atlantic Charter. She tremblea Ly the
very wlea that the people shonld be given the right to decule
theiwr political destiny mmd also elect their natioun! representa-
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tives.

"Since they were included in the borders of Yugoslavia,
our people have at pumerous times presented reports and
memorandums  concerning  their  political  situation. Com-
plaints of violutions of their Human Rights and demands for
rectifications have formerly been sent to the League of Na-
tions in Geneva, and after the second World War to the United
Nutions in New York; but all of this without any effect,

“The peoples there have fought with every possible
means against the imposed political misfortune,

“The national question of our roplu stand above
everything else. The only salvation they can visualize is
aecession from Yugoslavis {n which country they were incor-
porated aguinst their will. It would be desirable that this
separstion take place by pewceful means. Such s solution
would not only be in the interest of Balkan, snd even worlkl
peace, but also in the harmony with human justice.

“It is the right pf the Croatian people to create an in-
dependent and sovereign state of their own not only on the
principle of self-determination, but also on the basis of the
10-century-old historical state right from which the Croatinn
people have never renounced themselves,

“Although geographically connected with their brothers
in the Bulgarian stute, the Macedonian Bulgarians during their
reerly seven decades of fighting for liberation have often de-
clared that they would, in the name of Balkan peace and har-
mony, make sacrifices by accepting the creation of an inde-
pendent Mucedonia organized on the example of Switzerland,
with equal civil rights of all nationalities living in the country
—Bulgarians, Turks, Greeks, Romanisns, Albanians and others.

"Recalling that the Yugoslav Constitution itself pro-
vides for self-determination of its peoples, and also stipulates
the right to secede — but let anyone speak of secession and
he would be exposed to a death penalty.

“The division of Yugoslavia into six republics and two
attonomoug provinces, even though subjected to the rigid
Serbian government in Belgrade, in itself points out thut
there exists no such a thing a3 a Yugosiav nution. Con-
versely, in the Yugoalav stiate there exist well-eatablished
historically, ethnographically and culturally se te nutlional-
ities — Croatians, Slovenes, Serbs, Macedonian Bulgurians,
and others, with their own national sspirations,

“There should be i cure fur the active und open wounds
in the body of Europe, aa there wre still unsolved nationul
questions, among the foremost those of the Croatinns and the
Maucedonian Bulgariuns,

“A happy future of the world would be assured only by

removing the existing national injustices, since there would
ulways be danger of despulr und @ resort to means of violence.

FOR THE CROATIAN
LIBERATION MOVEMENT:

“For the cause of justice and Balkan peace, the dissolu-
tien of Yugoslavia in indispensable.

“In an eventual unified Europe, our people should fig-
ure as membera of rightful national independient states ruther
than be represented by Helgrade, Serbis or some kind of
Yugoslavia.

“On this anniversary of the proclamation of the Uni-
versul Declaration of Human Rights, in the nume of the prin-
ciple of freedom, equal justice, and the national right of self.
determination of nations, we are presenting to the Umitel
Nations Organization wid of all its member nations, snd world

ublic opinion, our demand for w peaceful separation from
Fugoslvia of ull historical and ethnic territory of the Croatixn
people (the present republic of Croutin and Bosnia snd Herze-
govina), and of the Mucedonian Bulgurians und the creation
of independent and sovereign states of Croatia and Muacedonin,"”

Macedonia was part of Byzantium in the 11 & 12th centuries
and the Turks ruled ¥ from Lhe 141k to the end af the 20th century,

Yet no word has been mentioned about the existence of a
Macedonizn nation, Janguage and culture while the Slavs in Ma~
cedania have always been deecribed as Buigariana,

There is no Macedonian nation in the ethnographic meaning
of the term: in Maowlenia there are Bulgurians, Greeks, Alhaninns,
Turks, Romanians and all of them wse the name Macedouian as
a geographical appelation only even as there is ne Belgian mation
in Belgium.

The Yugoslav Encyclepedia of 1835 also acknowiedges the
truth and it emmphasyses that the famous Iatermal Macedomian
Revolutionary Organization is a pari of Bulgarian history.
